As in previous years, our CCAA Arts Grant Program offers two types of grants: Community
Arts Development (CAD) grants for nonprofit organizations, and Arts in Education (AIE) grants for schools. The CAD
grants have two sub-categories: General Operating grants for arts organizations, and Special Project grants for non-
arts organizations that present activities in the performing, visual and literary arts. Schools may request up to $750;
nonprofit organizations may be eligible for up to $6,000. All grants have matching requirements ranging from 1:1 to
3:1, depending on the dollar amount being requested. Grant applications are reviewed by a Grant Panel comprised of
members of the CCAA Board of Directors and representatives from the community. The grants will be awarded at the
CCAA Annual Grantee and Membership Gala on November 14, 2015.
